Remove the ending to get the STEM= ‘jou’
Add the ending = jouais

Je jouais – I used to play
Tu jouais – You (sing.) used to play

Conditional tense
To say “I would do”  (conditional tense) in 
French, you do the following:

Add the pronoun = ‘je’ (I)
Take the INFINITIVE= ‘jouer’ (to play)
Add the ending = jouerais

Endings

Je - ais 
Tu – ais
Il/ elle/ on – ait
Nous – ions
Vous – iez
Ils/ elles - aient

Jouer – ‘to play’

Je jouerais – I used to play
Tu jouerais – You (sing.) used to play
Il/ elle/ on jouerait – He/ she/ we used to play
Nous jouerions – We used to play
Vous joueriez – You (pl.) used to play
Ils/ elles joueraient – They used to play

Notice the endings 
are the same!

“Si” clauses

Si + imperfect tense + conditional tense

Si j’avais le choix, je voyagerais...
If I had the choice, I would travel

Present participle

If you want to say “while” doing 
something we use the present participle.
Put the verb into the ‘nous’ form and 
then remove the ending.  Add “ant”

E.g:  En mangeant – while eating
En jouant – while playing

Pluperfect

If you want to say you “had” done 
something, use the imperfect form of 
the auxiliary and then the perfect tense:

J’avais joué – I had played
J’avais mangé – I had eaten
J’ étais allée – I had gone
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
